The book also includes concert 

dates, sites, guest soloists, guest conductors, programs, personnel and an extensive bibliography.  

Clark Haines was an extremely motivating, influential person.  His impact on music in the Dayton, Ohio 

area and beyond was extraordinary. Every time I spoke with him he asked, “How’s the book coming?”
